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QUESTIONS AND ANSWERS

1. What metal products are exported from Armenia?

As of 2022, copper concentrate, molybdenum concentrate and ferromolybdenum, zinc concentrate and
concentrate of unprocessed and semi-processed gold and gold-containing precious metals are exported from
Armenia.

2. To which countries does Armenia export metal products?

Armenia exports metal products to countries such as India, Italy, Turkey, Switzerland, Bulgaria, the United Arab
Emirates, Malaysia, China, the Russian Federation, Canada, Belgium, the Netherlands, Poland, Germany, South
Korea, etc.

3. What type of metal products are exported from Armenia to United Arab Emirates and at what value?

Only precious metals containing gold are exported to UAE. In 2022, the UAE is the leading destination for
Armenia's precious metal exports, accounting for 61.8% of the total exports of precious metals. Exports to the
UAE have increased significantly by 48 times, amounting to 255.9 million US dollars.

4. Which region of Armenia has the greatest number of companies engaged in metal mining?

The Syunik region leads with the most companies engaged in metal mining in Armenia—210 companies. Lori is
in second place with 6 companies, followed by Vayots Dzor and Kotayk regions with 3 companies each. In
Gegharkunik and Aragatsotn regions, there is one subsoil user company in each.

5. What is an environmental program and how are they developed?

The design of an environmental program is developed by the community head, based on the development needs
of the region or community, or on local environmental action plans or other strategic documents. The program
includes activities aimed at addressing environmental issues caused by the operations of metal mining
companies within the community’s administrative boundaries, such as land, water, and air pollution. It also
covers measures for environmental protection and community health and prioritizes program activities and their
funding ratios.

According to Article 3 of the RA Law “On the Targeted Use of Environmental Payments Made by Companies,”
the environmental program is designed by the community head, following the procedure established by
legislation, and based on the socio-economic development of the region or community, or on local
environmental action plans or other strategic documents.

6. How many workers are involved in metal mining?
In 2022, 9,300 people are employed in the metal mining industry sector.
7. Which community received the most revenue from taxes and fees assessed by subsoil companies?

The Kajaran community received the largest income, with revenue from taxes and fees assessed by subsoil
companies amounting to 1,330 million AMD.

8. What is the distribution of royalties to communities?

The state budget expenditures include allocations from royalties to community budgets. 2% of the royalty paid
to the state budget by royalty payers are allocated to the budgets of the affected communities on a non-
refundable basis.

9. What is the purpose of EITI?

The Extractive Industries Transparency Initiative (EITI) is a global standard aimed at increasing transparency
and accountability in the mining industry, including the oil, gas and solid minerals mining industries.
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10. In which companies does the state have a stake?

As of August 2022, the Armenian government holds a 21.875% stake in "Zangezur Copper-Molybdenum
Combine" CJSC, which remains unchanged as of 2024.

On February 22, 2023, a memorandum of understanding was signed between the Armenian government, the
Eurasian Development Bank, and "Lydian Armenia" CJSC. Under this memorandum, the company committed
to donate 12.5% of the shares of its authorized capital to the Armenian government, with no obligation for the
government to invest in the company. On January 18, 2024, the Armenian government accepted the donation of
12.5% of "Lydian Armenia" CJSC shares, although state registration has not yet been completed. According to
the RA Government Decision N 1364-A of August 29, 2024, the deadline for state registration of the share
ownership was extended until November 1, 2024.

11. To whom are donations made by soil-using companies directed?

Most of the donations were allocated to foundations, totaling AMD 3.247 million. Donations were also made to
funds, public organizations, individuals, NPOs and other legal entities.

12. How many countries are members of EITI?
As of the reporting date, there are 55 member countries.
13. What is the percentage of the mining industry and exploitation of open pits in the RA GDP?

According to the Statistical Committee, in 2022, the mining industry and open-pit exploitation accounted for
3.9% of Armenia’s GDP.

14. How many mining companies are in the top 100 largest taxpayers?

According to SRC data, in 2022, 7 mining companies are included the list of the top 100 largest taxpayers, with
ZCMC taking the first position.

15. What is the percentage of taxes paid by mining companies in the list of 100 largest taxpayers?
The taxes paid by the 7 mining companies represent 22% of the total revenues from all companies on the list.
16. Is there metal production in Armenia?

There is no metal production in RA, only ore is produced.

17. What share does metal mining have in exports from Armenia?

According to the Comtrade website, the mining industry contributed 28% of Armenia’s total exports.
18. Are the EITI standards updated?

Yes, in June 2023 the EITI standards were updated. The previous update was in 2019.

19. How much environmental tax did mining companies pay?

Mining companies paid a total of 33 million AMD in environmental tax.

20. Which companies are accountable within the scope of the EITI?

All subsoil-using companies, except those declared bankrupt, are considered accountable under the EITI.
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
