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QUESTIONS AND ANSWERS

1. What metallic products were exported from Armenia in 2023-2024?

In 2023-2024, Armenia primarily exported metallic mining products in the form of concentrates, including copper
concentrate, molybdenum concentrate, ferromolybdenum, and zinc concentrate, as well as exports of precious metals
such as unrefined and semi-refined gold and gold-bearing precious-metal concentrates.

2. Which country was the main export destination for copper concentrate in 2024, and with what share?

China was the primary export destination for copper concentrate, accounting for 83.23%.

3. Which marz is the leader in terms of the number of mining companies?

Syunik has been the leading marz in both reporting years accounting for 44.0% in 2023 (11 companies) and 41.7% in
2024 (10 companies).

4. How many employees were involved in the mining sector in 2024, and what percentage of them were women?

In 2024, a total of 9,597 people were employed in the mining sector. Of them, 1,664 were women, representing
approximately 17.3%.

5. What was the total amount of calculated taxes and payments made by subsoil-using companies to the state

budget of Armenia in 2023 and 2024?

In 2023, calculated taxes and payments by subsoil-using companies amounted to about AMD 111.6 billion, which
represented 4.91% of the state budget’s total tax revenues. The total tax revenues of the state budget amounted to
approximately AMD 2,273.9 billion.

In 2024, calculated taxes and payments by subsoil-using companies amounted to about AMD 100.0 billion, accounting
for 4.18% of the state budget’s total tax revenues. The total tax revenues of the state budget reached approximately
AMD 2,390.9 billion.

6. How much was the export of copper concentrate in 2023 and 2024?

In 2023, copper concentrate exports amounted to AMD 178,059 million, and in 2024 they totaled AMD 210,115
million.

7. How frequently are the environmental monitoring results of metallic mineral resources presented?

The monitoring results are submitted to the MNP on a quarterly and annual basis.

8. Have mining companies been held liable for environmental violations during 2023-2024?

Yes. In 20232024, the Inspection Body for Environment and Subsoil calculated penalties and fines for metallic ore
mining companies amounting to AMD 2.5 billion for 2023 and AMD 53.8 million for 2024. The number of companies
held liable was 6.
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9. Have any tax privileges or exemptions been granted to mining companies in 2023-2024?

No. In 2023-2024, no tax privileges, tax holidays, exemptions, or state support were recorded for subsoil-using
companies.

10. In 2023-2024, how many applications for geological exploration and mining permits were submitted, and how
many were approved or rejected?

In 2023-2024, a total of 15 applications for geological exploration permits were submitted, of which 4 were approved
and 11 were rejected. During the reporting period, no applications for mining permits were submitted.

11. What is the largest revenue stream paid by the companies?
In both years, the largest revenue stream was royalties.

2023: 54.8%
2024: 46.9%.

12. How much did the taxes and payments made by the companies contribute to the total revenues of affected

community budgets in 2023 and 2024?

In 2023, taxes and payments assessed by subsoil-using companies accounted for 15.2% of the total revenues of affected
communities’ budgets, amounting to approximately 3.5 billion AMD out of a total of 23.3 billion AMD in revenues. In
2024, this share declined to 8.9%, totaling around 2.6 billion AMD out of overall revenues of 29.2 billion AMD.

13. Which marz was the leader in 2023 and 2024 in terms of revenues paid to affected community budgets by

subsoil-using companies?

In 2023 and 2024, Syunik was the leading marz in terms of revenues paid to the budgets of affected communities. In
2023, subsoil-using companies paid 2,645 million AMD to the communities of Syunik, while in 2024 the amount totaled
1,799 million AMD.

14. What was the volume of charitable contributions made by subsoil-using companies to non-commercial legal
entities in 2023 and 2024?

In 2023, charitable contributions to non-commercial legal entities amounted to approximately AMD 8.6 billion, while in
2024 they totaled around AMD 7.4 billion

15. What was the volume of charitable contributions made by subsoil-using companies to individuals in 2023 and

2024?

In 2023, charitable contributions to individuals amounted to AMD 87.6 million, and in 2024 they reached approximately
AMD 158.7 million.
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16. Which affected community received the largest share of company payments in 2023 and 2024?

In Syunik marz, Kapan was the leading community, receiving 56.4% of payments in 2023 and 58.2% in 2024.

17. What share of royalties is allocated to communities, and how is it distributed

2 % of the royalties paid by royalty-paying companies to the state budget is transferred on a non-refundable basis, to the
budgets of affected communities. It should be noted that the allocation of these funds is carried out through a two-tier
distribution system:

. 50% of the community allocation is distributed among the affected settlements within the community,

. The remaining 50% is distributed among all communities in Armenia that have affected settlements,
regardless of which company paid the royalty.

18. How many mining companies were included in the list of the 100 largest taxpayers in 2023 and 2024?

The number of mining companies included in the list of the 100 largest taxpayers was 5 companies in 2023 and 3
companies in 2024.

19. What is considered an “affected community’’?

Affected community is a community that is adjacent to the area allocated to a royalty-paying organization under its
mining allotment act.

20. Which company made the largest donations in 2023-2024?

In 2023 and 2024, the company that made the largest amount of donations was the “Zangezur Copper-Molybdenum
Combine” CJSC, with approximately AMD 9.04 billion donated in 2023 and AMD 7.9 billion in 2024. Despite the fact
that the company has no socio-economic obligations defined under its mining contract, it continues to remain the largest
donor in the sector.
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
